Who are Homeview 
Windows & Doors?

Homeview Windows & Doors are manufacturers of a broad range of quality window and 
door systems and is the wholesale division of Canterbury Windows & Doors.  Homeview 
service a broad range of distributors, mainly along the eastern seaboard of Australia.  

• 1944 – Started by Burwood Timber Mills.
• 1957 – Commenced “BARAP” roof truss manufacturing.
• 1960 – Started Trimview Windows on the site, jointly owned by AV Jennings & W. P. Fuller.
• 1983 – Changed name to Big J selling a broad range of building products, including timber, 

hardware, wall frames and trusses, kitchens, shower screens, windows and doors.
• 1987 – Homeview created to service country regions.
• 1993 – Big J was sold to current management.
• 1995 – Big J divested itself of retail stores to concentrate on timber windows and doors only.
• 1996 - Sydney office established to service NSW.
• 1999 – The Big J name changed to Canterbury Windows. 
• 2003 – Companies new name “Canterbury Windows & Doors”
• 2008 – Homeview joins forces with Southern Star Windows.
